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Wednesday Night Races – 2010 Notice of Race
1. Rules
Races will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS); the prescriptions of the United States Sailing Association, and by these sailing instructions.  

2. Eligibility
All sailboats.  Everyone should try to pre-register (register online, call or e-mail RCOS, or fill out race form), but feel free to show up the night of a race and check in on channel 72. All boats should have a current PHRF rating issued by the First Coast Sailing Association. (See www.sailjax.com for forms). Boats without a rating from FCSA will be issued a provisional rating by the SAYC.

3. Schedule

4. Registration
Boats may register on the SAYC website (SAYC2000.com). Boats not listed in the fleet on the SAYC website may register in advance by completing the attached Entry Form/Waiver and sending it to the address listed on the form.

5. Fees
Entry Fee for each series is $30 per boat.  Entry fee check made out to the St. Augustine Yacht Club should be sent to St Augustine Yacht Club, 442 Ocean Vista Ave., St. Augustine, FL 32080.  SAYC members should charge the Entry Fee to their account.

6. Instructions
See attached sailing instructions.

7. Fleets
Boats register to race in one of three PHRF fleets: ‘Cruising Fleet’ (flying code flag 6); ‘Performance Spinnaker Fleet’; or ‘Performance Non-Spinnaker Fleet’ (both performance fleets will be flying code flag 5).  No spinnakers may be flown in Cruising or Performance Non-Spinnaker Fleets. 

8. Scoring
Each boat that has registered and paid their entry fee will be scored as follows.  The series winner will be the boat with the fewest points.  Points will be awarded as follows:

9. Prizes
Amazing trophies will be awarded for first, second and third for each race series in all fleets.

Wednesday Night Races - Sailing Instructions (Fall Series) – Amended 8/25/10
Boats will race in two PHRF fleets.  Spinnaker or Non-Spinnaker.  All boats in the Spinnaker Class will sail the course twice.  The Non-Spinnaker fleet will sail the course once.  
The Fall Series will be sailed on either the Vilano Course (Course A) or the downtown course (Course B).  The course will be selected the day of the race depending on wind conditions.  The Race Committee will announce the course on Channel 72.
There will be two starting sequences.  The starting sequence for the Spinnaker Fleet will begin at 5:25 pm; with the race start at 5:30 p.m.  The starting sequence for the Non-Spinnaker Fleet will begin at 5:35 p.m.; with the race start at 5:40 p.m.  Boats racing in the Non-Spinnaker Fleet are asked to remain away from the starting line until the Spinnaker Fleet has started.   
All races will use the following start sequence.  The timing of the start is determined by the removal of the class flags (Time pieces and watches are relative).  Sounds are secondary and may fail. The Race Committee can delay start times, combine fleets, or separate fleets at its discretion.

All sailors must check in with the committee boat at least 15 minutes before the start on VHF channel 72 or by passing by the Committee boat and hailing.  The race committee will monitor channel 72 and can provide race information up until the class flags are raised.  

Course-A runs north-south beginning just north of the Vilano Beach Bridge and extending about 1.3 miles north on the ICW to a mark set off Boating Club Road and back to the start.  This course will be used primarily when the winds are easterly or westerly. 

Course-B runs east-west beginning 0.3 miles north of the Bridge of Lions and extending about 1.3 miles eastward to Red Buoy # 8 near the mouth of the St. Augustine Inlet.  This course will be used primarily when the winds are northerly or southerly. 
Courses may be shortened if conditions require it. The 720 Degree Turn Rule will be in effect (rule 44.1 and 44.2).  

The following flags may be flown by the committee boat:


Postponement:

rectangular pennant with red and white stripes


General Recall:

yellow pennant outlined in blue


Individual Recall:
white square with a blue cross


Shorten Course:

a white square with a blue square in its center

Come Within Hail:
Code Flag L, yellow and black squares

These races are intended to be a fun and friendly event, so protests are strongly discouraged.  Varying boats with captains and crew of differing skill levels will be racing in close quarters so everyone is asked to be courteous and give spacing where needed.  The Racing Rules of Sailing should be adhered to at all times.
